Because the book covers the most relevant concepts, it could be used not only for a lower division course
but also for an upper division undergraduate courses.

The book covers topics related to information systems and their role in business and defines topics such as
database management systems, networking, ethics and security, computer systems hardware and
software components. There is little about e-commerce and there are no hands-on projects developing
computer-based solutions to business problems. Those will have to be added by the instructor.

The book does not provide practical exercises in electronic spreadsheet development, the use of database

software or Internet technologies.
