e The reviewed content is listed as a module on the NOBA website and is not a full-length textbook.

e The module includes descriptions of key terms but would benefit from description of conducted studies.
Because the module is quite brief, limited attention is devoted to various aspects of social and personality
development (whereas more attention would be provided to these issues in a full-length textbook). The
module focuses on some of the most salient topics that would be covered in a course on Social and

Personality Development.
